Building Layout: (For new families) Off of the main hall we have 2 halls on each floor. The front hall on
each floor is designated A (followed by a number) and the back halls are designated B (followed by a
number).The first floor A hall is Pre-K and Kindergarten. The first floor B hall is first grade and Mrs. Kidd’s
class.The second floor A hall is second grade and third grade and the second floor B hall is fourth and
fifth grades. Details, teachers’ room numbers will be posted at the Open House.



Transportation (remains the same as last year):

Bus: Our bus arrival and dismissal is through the back of our building. Buses will enter the second
driveway entrance and proceed around back.

Car Riders: These students will arrive and leave through the cafeteria doors. We have a drop off area
inside the side parking lot. The gates will open and approximately 8 cars will pull in and around in a
horseshoe type shape and pull up to a numbered cone. Family pick up numbers remain the same as last
year. If you need a replacement or weren’t assigned a number, please email urbana.es@fcps.org. Please
include student name and assigned family number or indicate you were not assigned a number last year.
Kindergarten families new to UES@SUES will receive their family number at the Open House. If you were
to come without your number, you will need to park and come in to pick up your child.

Walkers: Our walker students will also through the cafeteria doors. They should enter the fenced area
sidewalk at the first parking lot entrance, walk straight towards the flagpole, and up the steps to their left.

Kindergarten Families: Each family receives a number so that if you pick your child up as a car rider,
that is how we match cars and children at dismissal time for car riders. If you have an older student here,
you do not need an additional number. Only one number per family.
