CTC Shadowing is OPEN!

The Career and Technology Center (CTC) is part of the Frederick County Public Schools system. With more
than 24 programs to choose from, students have the opportunity to gain college and career experience in a
variety of areas. They can earn college credits as well as valuable industry certifications and licenses through a
CTC program. CTC programs are taught in half-day blocks, and students attend their high school for the other
half of the school day.

Shadowing a CTC program is the first step in the application process and is open to students in grades 9-11.
Students may shadow and apply to up to two programs.
