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 The Harrington/Thomas Scholarship is given annually by the Brunswick High 

School Student Council.  This year the total amount will be $1,200.  The scholarship will 

be given as $300 per year for 4 years for those recipients that will be attending a 4-year 

college OR $500 per year for 2 years for those recipients that will be attending a 

Community/Junior College.  Students are selected for this award by a committee of one 

junior (selected by the executive committee of the Student Council), one administrator, 

the Student Council Advisor, a school counselor and a teacher (selected by the Advisor).   

 

 The scholarship is not given on the basis of need.  The scholarship is to be 

given to the most deserving student without regard to other scholarships that the student 

might receive.  The recipient will be announced at the Senior Assembly.  The scholarship 

check will be sent to the finance office of the designated college by the Student Council 

Advisor upon request of the scholarship winner.
