Please note that FCPS Regulation 400-98 
regarding Student Attendance was approved 
this summer. This regulation guides our work 
at the school level.  The following is 
information from this Regulation.  
 
*An absence, including absence for any portion of the 
day, is presumed to be unlawful unless a note stating 
the reason for absence or lateness is submitted 
within the same term of the absence. 
 
* At the elementary level, unlawful absences in excess 
of 5 days in any one 9-week grading period may result 
in an unsatisfactory mark in grades K-1 and a failing 
grade in grades 2-5 in the affected class or classes.  
 
* Elementary students who have been absent 27 days 
by the end of the third quarter may be considered for 
possible retention during promotion/non-promotion 
conferences.
